You support important community services. The COMMUNITY PROGRAM FUND supports 
programs to address basic needs like hunger and homelessness as well as services for 
children, youth, and people with special challenges. This fund currently supports 102 
quality programs at 39 agencies. 

You support the community’s volunteer connection hub. 
United Way’s VOLUNTEER CENTER is the local host for 
1-800-Volunteer.org – a free online and telephone service 
that allows people to browse for volunteer opportunities that 
suit their interests and availability. 

You fi nd new life for usable equipment and materials. The 
GIFTS-IN-KIND program connects businesses that have 
usable equipment, materials or products to non-profi ts that 
can use these items. (Reuse is a “green” way to give!) 

PARTNERSHIPS that bring the community together
NEW Keeping Kids Safe - A collaboration to prevent child abuse and neglect. KEEPING 
KIDS SAFE is actively working  to raise public awareness of the warning signs of abuse 
and help at-risk parents learn better parenting skills. Visit 
our website for a downloadable resource guide to learn about 
warning signs of abuse and where to fi nd help. 

Community-wide focus on children. The SUCCESS BY 6 initiative 
connects leaders from across the community to build a better 
future for our youngest children so that they develop the mental, 
emotional and physical readiness needed to succeed. 

NEW the Literacy Coalition of Onondaga County This exciting new effort builds on the 
pioneering literacy work that began in Central New York and spread nationwide. The 
LITERACY COALITION is a collaborative effort involving more than 85 organizations that 
works to improve the availability of high-quality literacy services for people of all ages. 

Partnership with organized labor. Our LABOR LIAISON serves the labor community as 
we unite around the shared goals of helping those in need, supporting those facing 
unemployment, and making our communities better places to live.

YOU GET REAL RESULTS
A few examples of the good work 
United Way donors have done in 
our community in the past year.

Provided 180,339 hot meals to the 
hungry including working families 
with children, the elderly, people who 
have been laid off from work, and the 
homeless. 

On average, gave shelter to 299 
people each night last year, including 
victims of domestic violence, homeless 
children and teens, people suffering 
from mental illness or in crisis, as well 
as the chronically homeless.

Rescued 740,000 pounds of fresh, 
nutritious food that otherwise 
would have been discarded by area 
supermarkets, transporting it to 13 food 
pantries and soup kitchens and feeding 
nearly 17,000 households last year.

Helped 700 people after their homes 
were destroyed by fi re or other disaster.

Helped 475 families in a crisis get 
counseling and stay together—keeping 
950 children out of foster care.

Helped more than 750 parents take 
steps to improve their parenting skills, 
providing more stable, nurturing home 
lives for their children.
